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The Gap State High School Elite Volleyball Program is a program of excellence aimed at fostering the holistic athletic
development of talented students in the area of Volleyball. The program aims to focus and promote the development
and longevity of volleyball within our students. We expect students will develop and display our school values on and
off the court in all aspects of the EVP and the school environment.

Being a part of EVP requires athletes to have coachability, physical capability and consistently be a team player that
remains committed to becoming a better person and better player.

Selection Process — Elite Volleyball Program

All students applying for entry must undertake the Athletic Testing. The results from the testing, sporting
achievements, academic results, application responses and referee comment will be considered when assessing
applications. The testing and administration fee is $90 for each excellence program application. This fee is required
when you lodge your Elite Volleyball Program Application. If out-of-catchment, families will be required to pay an out-
of-catchment fee of $100.

Applications will be reviewed by the Elite Volleyball Program panel. All decisions made by the panel (Chief Operating
Officer, Head of Coaching Development, Head of Player Development and EVP Project Manager) are final.

Note:

e Should students not receive an offer in the first round of testing, this does not mean they are
unsuccessful, applications will be held over until the next round to be considered against other
candidates.

e At the Physical Testing trial; a photograph will be taken of the students to assist in the selection

process. If you would prefer this didn’t occur, please let the staff members know on the trial day.
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Frequently Asked Questions Elite Volley Program of Excellence

Can | submit an Elite Volleyball Program application without enrolling my child?
e NO. Applications will not be considered unless a completed enrolment application is submitted. This includes
providing all supporting documentation and payment of fees.

Can out of catchment students apply for the Elite Volleyball Program?

e YES. The Gap State High School has an Enrolment Management Plan. A limited number of places are available
for students who live outside the catchment and in the first instance these places are reserved for students
who qualify and are offered a place in an Excellence Program.

e Qut of catchment enrolments applying for the Elite Volleyball Program must first submit an Application for
Enrolment. For this application to be considered it will be placed on a waiting list, prior to progressing through
the Elite Volleyball Program Selection Process.

Can we apply for more than one Excellence Program?
e YES. Students may apply for both Academic Honours and Accelerated Music Program or Academic Honours
and Elite Volleyball Program. Students are unable to accept a position in both the Accelerated Music Program,
the Elite Volleyball Program or Honours German Immersion.

Does my child need to have played Volleyball or been in a Volleyball team to apply?

e NO. Volleyball experience is not a requirement for entry into the Elite Volleyball Program. However, ideally
athletes have attended the Dragons or participated in the Primary Schools Cup. Suitable applicants should
also be physically capable and driven to master physical tasks. Our experienced teaching and coaching staff
will then nurture and develop athletes Volleyball technical and tactical skills.

What options are there for my child if they are unsuccessful in applying for the Elite Volleyball Program?
e Students who are unsuccessful in their application for the Elite Volleyball Program are encouraged to be
involved in the coaching sessions that occur outside of school hours at The Gap State HighSchool.

Does acceptance into the Elite Volleyball Program guarantee a place for the length of the program?

e NO. Students must maintain elite character, elite commitment and be an elite competitor. Students must
also maintain a high standard of effort and behaviour across the school to retain their position in the
program.

e Should an out of catchment student lose their place from an Excellence program, the Principal will cancel the
student’s enrolment.

Will all the EVP students be in the same class for all their subjects?
e NO. Operationally, the timetable take precedent. Generally, students will share some classes together and
some a mixture of students from other classes.

Do EVP student do HPE as well as Volleyball?

e No, we use the allocated HPE time for students to centre their focus on developing tactical and technical skills.
e Version 9 of the Australian Curriculum is the foundation of the program with a focus on Volleyball, while
developing well-rounded athletes.
